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Background

What is a Neighbourhood Plan?

Recent government legislation has empowered communities to be able to shape their future with a Neighbourhood Plan which will become enshrined in the Local Development Plan for the area for the next 17 years. The Neighbourhood Plan will be informed by local opinions on various planning matters, e.g. green space, provision as well as location of new facilities and infrastructure, improvement of public spaces, social housing, housing designs and preferred sites and locations for new housing and businesses.
Where are we in the process?

The Parish Council established a Neighbourhood Plan working group in 2013 to produce a plan for Huby. Over the past 18 months various public consultations have taken place about what members of the local community want to see in Huby. As a result work was started on a plan to take into consideration the feedback from the consultations. We are now in a position to discuss the resulting Draft Plan as it is important that the community understands the Final Plan and agrees with it. This Draft Plan enables the community to comment and suggest improvements which can be incorporated into the Final Plan document which will contain all of the supporting evidence.

What’s next?

Following this consultation, the Draft Plan will be amended as appropriate with policies formalised and put forward for a six week public consultation in 2015. After any further changes, the Final Plan will then be sent for independent inspection to ensure that it complies with our legal Planning obligations. Finally it will be put to a referendum by the people of Huby later in 2015.
The Vision for Huby
· To maintain and, where possible, enhance the rural character and vitality of Huby;

· To provide an appropriate share of the new houses needed within Hambleton District for the next 20 years, particularly affordable homes for local people; 
· To maintain and, where possible, enhance the range of community services and facilities which make Huby such a good place to live and work
Policy Intentions

The Neighbourhood Plan is an official Planning Document similar to a Local Plan produced by Local Authorities. Planning applications will be judged by reference to the Plan. It is therefore essential that the Plan is written in the form of legally enforceable planning policies. The intention of the plan is to have policies which reflect the issues identified in consultation over the past 18 months and these are shown on the following pages.
The final plan will also highlight the non-planning issues that were raised by the community and other stakeholders. Whilst these issues fall outside the remit of the Neighbourhood Plan we feel it is important to recognise these issues together with suggestions for addressing these in the future.

Development Management
Public consultations have demonstrated that residents wish to see the village character of Huby preserved including open aspects, building design, gardens, hedging and respect for the rural nature of the community and its setting.

Policy Intention DM1

It is intended to produce a policy which says that any new developments in the village should be similar in scale, design of buildings and use of materials as those in the surrounding area.

Policy Intention DM2

It is intended to produce a policy which will protect the historic core of the village along Main Street and Tollerton Road with regards to sympathetic use of building materials for new builds and renovations. 

Policy Intention DM3
It is intended to produce a policy which will ensure that drainage from any new developments do not exceed any current run-off levels to prevent any further pressure on drains and reduce potential flooding in heavy rain.

Housing
Range of options to be included for debate and feedback – this section to be completed by the site allocations sub-group
Community Services and facilities

 There was very strong support from the community for preservation and enhancement of community services and facilities. People wish to retain the village shop and post office as well as access to a range of appropriate facilities for leisure, sport and other community uses.

Policy intention C1

We intend to protect the current sites of community facilities for future community use. Proposals to renovate, improve or rebuild existing facilities will be supported. We also intend to support appropriate alternative sites for relocation of some community facilities should this prove necessary.
Policy intention C2

We intend to have a policy which supports proposals for new community sport facilities within or adjacent to existing development limits.

Policy intention C3

We intend to have a policy supporting the provision of additional mobile telephone masts to improve reception for the parish subject to appropriate design criteria.

Open space

There was strong support for the preservation of Huby’s existing green spaces and rural character which are reflected by the current development limits. 

Policy intention OS1
We intend to have a policy which provides local green space designation to Tally Hill, the Sports Field and the School Playing Fields.
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
