· This development would exacerbate the already inadequate sewage system.

Follywood House, Easingwold Road
The Parish Council unanimously Objects to this application due to the lack of information provided.
RA/JP met with the Head of Planning at HDC and remain concerned about the number of planning applications and the alarming rate many are approved, which is putting pressure on the roads, sewage system, flood risk areas. It was felt that changes to the national planning policy were necessary to address these issues. Therefore, actions were agreed as follows:

· JP would draft a letter to M.P., with a copy to NYCC regarding the highways policy
· RA would draft a letter to Head of Planning, with a copy to the Chief Executive at HDC regarding issues with highways

· Residents would be encouraged to report all incidents of flooding, as this would be evidence of the problem

· FH would request HDC clean the gullies and NYCC jet the drains, as problems have recently been experienced near the school and on Barff Hill following the heavy rainfall. Recent gulley emptying at Barff Hill had cleared flood waters very efficiently.
