Sam Hutchinson spoke about his role as Community Mapping Project Officer on behalf of the Police and Crime Commissioner for North Yorkshire, Julia Mulligan. The Parish Council and parishioners raised issues as follows:
· Presence in the parish would improve relationships and effective policing

· Clearer details about how/when to call 101/999

· The impression is police are fire-fighting (reactive) rather than policing (proactive)

· Use of website, social media, Huby Voice and Easingwold Advertiser are excellent ways of consulting with public

A group of residents had met with a representative from the NYP Community Speed Watch Team who conducted a village walk, took photos and did site assessments of 17 sites and 12 had been approved. Training would start on Thu20Sep18. Sutton Road/Skates Lane was awaiting NYCC to sign off a Traffic Regulation Order, which was applied for October 2017.
On road parking was a concern near the primary school at delivery/collection times

JP would visit properties reported to the Parish Council, where overgrown hedges obstructing rights or way

Development numbers within the parish are a concern, as the parish in expanding without the protection of a HDC Local Plan

FH had only managed to obtain one quote for work on tree on Tally Hill – “Crown reduce large tree at Tally Hill, approx. 1.8-2.5 m around the crown, labour machinery and waste, total £1195 inc VAT. CA would attempt to obtain at least two other quotes.
JP would prepare a specification for obtaining quotes for grass cutting

CA/EL/JP would renovate the dilapidated bench near the Mended Drum

Highways, footpaths, Rights of Way, Streetlights, Public & Community Transport, waste and bins
The Parish Council had written to NYCC as follows – “
Due to the angle of Landgreen lane to Baston Lane since the new foot path has been built opposite it is not possible to turn left out of landgreen lane or right into it in one manoeuvre; without going over the triangle of grass formed between the two lanes. prior to the installation of the foot path the verge opposite was used to enable the man to be made in one. I don't know who owns the triangle of grass but it is kept tidy. There are three options that I can see
1. Do nothing
2. Prohibit left turns out of landgreen lane and right turns in (but where do cars turn round to enable them to turn left, is a more serious problem being created)
3. alter the junction (this would mean utilizing the triangle of grass
could you please contact highways and requesting their view on the situation as the problem was only now come to light following the construction of the footpath”.

NYCC replied as follows: “Our engineers are aware of the junction but following this request they have carried out another site visit. Of the three options listed, the most sensible is option 1 – do nothing. The triangle of grass is the responsibility of highways but there is little we can do to change the junction and as you are aware any resources and funding available will always be focused on those areas with a poor accident record. This therefore rules out option 3 and Fiona Hill has already pointed out the flaw with option 2”.
FH reported a response from Jamie Smith, Collar Number: 5008, Community Speed Watch Co-Ordinator, Traffic Bureau, North Yorkshire Police – “I’ve had a look through on our systems and found the below results. Essentially we already have a group who have submitted their details to me from Huby who are wanting to take part in the CSW scheme. Our investigations have determined Main Street and Sand Lane as suitable. They are currently awaiting site assessments to be completed and if successful, will receive training and CSW equipment. 
Main Street - CSW (offered – group names back and currently awaiting site assessments)
Skates Lane - Speed Indicator Device (flashing signage) recommended 

Easingwold Road - Is this road also known as Sand Lane? – If so, CSW is the outcome and we await site assessments as above.
