FH had contacted a member of the working group and a response was received as follows: “Basically nothing has happened since the meeting with HDC. Together with the PC I thought we had decided that we were unable to take things forward until we knew what was going to be in Hambleton’s revised plan. I have not heard that this has been issued.

Having informally canvassed the original working group members, there is no appetite for re-starting work on the Neighbourhood Plan as we feel that all the evidence we collected is now out of date and the government has changed the goalposts so much, that it is not what we all signed up for. In general, the feeling was that the planners at Hambleton were so unhelpful that we lost confidence that anything positive could come out of the process. There may be one or two people who are possibly willing to still be involved.

I hold all of the documentation which I would be more than delighted to pass over to the Parish Council as well as a set of notice boards and some t-shirts. I would be willing to talk through again what has been done to date with councillors at a mutually convenient date”.
