· A representative of the Barff Hill Action Group gave a report of their attendance at the HDC Planning Meeting. There was concern that Highways felt there were no issues with the road and Yorkshire Water felt there were not issues with sewage and water. EL/JP would make an appointment with Mark Harbottle, Head of Planning, HDC to discuss planning and the effect on services within the parish.
· Community Speed Watch have had eight deployments for 1.25 hours each during early morning and afternoons. 1507 vehicles had passed and 152 had offended. Offenders would be written to. The average speed was 39 MPH. The Parish Council thanked them for their work with this.

· Main Street and Easingwold Road are now cleared for Community Speed Watch via the 95 Alive scheme. Bell Lane was deemed unsafe for Community Speed Watch by 95 Alive, so would be dealt with by NYP Speed Vehicles. Tollerton Road needed to be registered with 95 Alive and this would be done by residents.
