1. HDC – BT Consultation, Removal of Public Payphones
FH reported that the payphone was listed for removal, as HDC had not received the response from the Parish Council. However, Peter Cole from HDC, had kindly assisted with the matter and emailed to confirm that the payphone is “to be retained”.

The Parish council inspected the documentation on file and compared it with the invoice recently received. FH was asked to write to the contractor asking them to invoice quarterly in future and point out the section 7 does not appear to have been done.

CR had circulated by email letters from 95 Alive which gave the results for Main Street and Sandy Lane. In both cases the conclusion was “No further action, which cannot be reconsidered before April 2020. CR would chase up the enforcement action proposed for Bell Lane

FH reported that the defib had arrived. The cabinet was with MR, so it was in the parish ready for installation. FH advised that the installation in another parish had cost £150.00 by Ian Roger and it was unanimously agreed to go ahead with him. FH would organise this. FH had kept the defib and she would place in the cabinet when ready, as it was all registered on her Community Heartbeat Trust governance account. In future, the Parish Council would need to have their own governance account, with a councillor/parishioner conducting the monthly checks.
