NYCC: (VAS) Vehicle Activator Signs: NYCC have given go-ahead for Parishes

to purchase their own sign from approved provider; Parishes/Towns to cover all maintenance. Cost ≈ £4,500. No statutory powers for parishes to use funds for Highway signs but allowed under Local Gov. Act  Section 137 providing expenses do not exceed £8.12 per elector p.a. 
Members are frustrated with no formal N Yorks. Police follow-up for drivers speeding through the  village. Cheshire CC follow up with speed awareness courses.
Home to School Transport for 16+ to increase from Sept 2020. Student grants to increase from £350 to £600 pa. 

Inspector’s report on Fracking: still awaited 

NY Cllrs have a Social Welfare grant £5,000 p.a. to benefit as many residents as possible.. There may also be a separate £5000 grant p.a. towards Highways and Footpath improvements.  Members to note.& spread the word.
